•  Photographic ID of parents – e.g., passport, driving licence, ID card etc.  

•  If you are not a parishioner of St Joseph’s, then a letter from your parish priest 
granting permission for your child to be baptised at St Joseph’s Church

baptism classes (run the first Saturday of each month) and answer any questions you 
may have. Please also check with her before making any firm arrangements with 
family and friends regarding the date of the Baptism.  
 
Baptism is no mere social convention, but the Sacrament in which Christ Himself 
purifies, justifies and sanctifies (cf. 1 Peter 1:23) your child for eternal life. We rejoice 
with you in the birth of your child and look forward to welcoming them into the 
family of God and the communion of the Holy Catholic Church.
